Biblical Support for a Classical and Christian Eduational Approach

If you have listened to ECA’s radio advertising in plast few weeks, perhaps you have heard the foilpphrase:
“At ECA students are being prepared to understaie truth, reason in truth, and walk in the truth.”

In my mind, that phrase gives any parent the atea behind a classical and Christian educatiorzagh.

Dorothy Sayers, in her essay The Lost Tools of hiegr describes three phases of the classical eduahfioocess.

Simply put these phases (often referred to as tiviuim) are grammar, logic and rhetoric. This suenrfelt it

necessary to consider whether or not Sayers medehhy root in Scripture. Much to my surprise asvable to find
sound Biblical inferences to the treatment of tbang and developing mind relative to the Trivium.

Grammar Phase Sayers has nicknamed this phase the “poll-paploéise, probably because younger
children are apt to hear, repeat, and memorizédke facts of all subjects during this time. Tpassages
