Standing Firm in a Changing World!

It was great to see so many of our 734 graduates at our Alumni Night basketball games last month. It appears that
our graduates are growing and maturing while assuming their rightful place in their churches, families, work places,
and communities. Invariably someone will say, “ECA never changes.” While in many ways this is true, there is
actually a method driving our attitudes toward stability amidst change: our view of Scripture as true!

In this article, I hope to articulate our posture toward change in a contrast of message and methods. While ECA

is in its 48" year, many things have changed; however, we have remained unequivocally steadfast in our commitment
to the truth of God’s Word.. I am presenting you the following list in alternating format, yet no particular order;

and you will notice an intentional mix of seriousness and humor! I pray that we will continue to stand firm in
faithfulness to those things which are paramount in the sight of the Lord.

Standing Firm: “More than that, I count all things to be loss in view of the surpassing value of knowing
Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them but rubbish so that

1 may gain Christ, and may be found in Him, not having a righteousness of my own derived from the Law,
but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which comes from God on the basis of faith...”
Philippians 3:8-9
